I tell you, my friends, do not be afraid 

of those who kill the body and after 

that can do no more. But I will show 

you whom you should fear: Fear him 

who, after the killing of the body, has 

power to throw you into hell. Yes, I 

tell you, fear him.

From now on there will be five in one 

family divided against each other, 

three against two and two against 

three.  They will be divided, father 

against son and son against father, 

mother against daughter and 

daughter against mother, mother-in-

law against daughter-in-law and 

daughter-in-law against mother-in-

law.”
